What are the benefits of my membership and where does the money go?


Perhaps you use the beach during the summer- take a swim, read a book, play on the swings, or grab a hotdog and drink at the snack bar.  Maybe you drive by our beautiful, private beach on your way to work each morning or take a walk by it on the weekends.  In the winter, that effort continues with seasonal decorations and more clean-up activities.  A beautiful beach is not only great to look at, but adds to your property value as well.





Membership dues pay for the maintenance of that beach, including cutting the grass, planting flowers, and collecting refuse in the summer.  The dues also cover the utilities at the snack bar, and insurance and taxes.   All of these expenses increase each year, although the Association did not increase the dues this year.  Since seniors have always been loyal member-supporters and may be on a fixed income, their dues have not increased.





The association absorbs the costs related to many family events throughout the year as well.  These fun events include; the Easter Egg Hunt, the annual family beach camp out, the Halloween party, Christmas caroling and decorations on the beach.  Of course, the events on the 3rd and 4th of July are easily the highlight of living in Merrymount.  Scholarships are also given by the association to college bound Merrymount residents.  





Why is my support and membership necessary?


Less than one-third of the total households in Merrymount are Association members.  However, landscaping, maintenance and improvement costs continue to rise.
